INSURANCE

Melanie Denno discussed the Town Insurance.  She said that she had contacted NYMIR and got a quote from them of $62,127.00.  Melanie told the board that she found two problems with NYMIR:  

1. The Town would have to pay an annual capitalization fee of $3l,058.00 up front;

2. Accessible – the group of towns making up NYMIR would have to pay the claims and that could bankrupt a town if there were too many claims

Melanie told the Town Board that Community Insurance suggest that the Town renew their insurance with Selective.  Melanie told the Town Board that the premium due for the Commercial Package would be $57,874.04, plus Hartford Accident Policy of $250.00 and the CNA Surety Bond of $935.60 which was already paid, but made a total premium of $59,059.64.
